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(1) Observational learning is important to both children
and adults.

(2) We are not always aware of its occurrence, but it is
always consequential for us—whether beneficial or
harmful.

(3) Those of us who are loath to practice what we preach
especially need to be aware: Children are more likely
to learn and remember by imitating what we practice
than by listening to what we preach.
