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The design nevertheless contains a number of other references. Hargreaves argues

that too much contemporary landscape is designed on the basis of arbitrary aesthetic

considerations rather than deriving ‘composition and meaning from the external
world’, that it is concerned with problem-solving rather than ‘connecting people to

the larger environment’. Thus Plaza Park’s symbolic content is considerable.
